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Club Constitution





1) OBJECTIVE.


The primary function of the club shall be to provide, on a ‘not for profit basis’, a facility to


promote, practice and encourage participation in the sport of Judo and to foster the spirit of


Judo at all levels along traditional lines.

2) EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

The club shall be run by an executive committee consisting of:

a) Chairperson.
b) Secretary.

c) Treasurer.


All members of the executive committee shall be current senior members of the British


Judo Association.

Further committee members can be elected to assist in the running of the club but the


committee will consist of three, five or seven members in total.


Each member shall hold office for two years, 50 percent retiring annually, except for the


chairperson who will be elected each year.

Notification of elections will be posted by the first week in December and elections will be


held at the Annual General Meeting on the last Tuesday in January.

3)
SENIOR MEMBERSHIP OF THE CLUB.

Membership is open to all persons regardless of location, race, ability, gender, religious 

belief and sexual orientation.  There shall be no discrimination and persons shall be 

eligible for senior membership of the club provided:



a)
They are over 16 years of age.
b) They have read and have a thorough understanding of the nature and constitution of the club.
c) They are willing to share the financial responsibilities and duties connected with the general working of the club with the other members.

d) They are proposed by at least two members of the club and have fully completed a membership registration form which has been signed by the proposers.

4)
JUNIOR MEMBERSHIP OF THE CLUB.

Membership is open to all persons regardless of location, race, ability, gender, religious


belief and sexual orientation.  There shall be no discrimination and persons shall be


eligible for junior membership of the club provided:



a)
They are over 5 years of age.
b) They have fully completed a membership registration form which has been signed by a parent or guardian who is aware of the nature and constitution of the club.

5) SUBSCRIPTIONS.
A subscription of £2.50 will be paid annually on the last Tuesday of November, or at time of joining if part way through the year.  A mat fee will be paid for each weekly attendance.
6)
FINANCIAL YEAR.

The club financial year shall begin on the 1st January when the annual registration


subscription to the British Judo Association falls due.

7)
GENERAL MANAGEMENT.

The chairperson, secretary, treasurer and committee members, acting under the authority

and direction of the executive committee, shall carry out the general management of the


affairs of the club.  All surplus income shall be re-invested in the club and not distributed to


individual members or third parties.
a)
The chairperson shall oversee all the club affairs but only has a casting vote in committee meetings.

b)
The secretary shall deal with the day to day running of the club including correspondence etc.

c)
The treasurer will be responsible for the club’s assets, including cash, bank accounts and club mats and equipment.

d)
All bank accounts require at least two signatories from the executive committee.

e)
In the event of the club winding up all assets will be made over to the Eastern Area of the British Judo Association to be disposed of among the local area clubs.

8)
CLUB INSURANCE.
Third party liability is covered by the British Judo Association up to £5,000,000 for current member clubs up to and up to £5,000,000 for all current individual members.  
There is a personal accident policy of up to £100,000 for permanent disability only.  No cover is provided for temporary disability or loss of earnings.  
Littleport Judo Club, whilst taking every possible safety precaution, will not be responsible for any injury to persons or property during the practice of judo or the occupation of the premises.  Neither will the club accept responsibility for any loss of property or personal effects or valuables.  All persons, whether members or visitors, should make sure they have adequate insurance cover.
