The club is hosting it’s annual competition on  Sunday 1st July 2007 which is age banded for 8 to 15 year olds of all grades in 2 age bands so please support the event as a competitor, official or other capacity.
COMPETITION NEWS AND RESULTS
Andrew Pickerill travelled to St Helens, Lancs, to defend his title at the North West Age Banded on 24th February but all his opponents failed to appear for a contest.
Nicholas Johnson put in a creditable performance to finish 7th and Andrew Pickerill won a silver medal at the British Schools Judo National Individual Championships at K2, Crawley on 31st March.  
Andrew Pickerill represented Great Britain and won a silver trophy at Rouen International Tournament in Rouen, Normandy, France on 8th April.

Results to date place Andrew Pickerill at the top of the points table with 13 points.  Bradley Inskip and Nicholas Johnson are joint 2nd on 3 points each.  For those new to the club, points are awarded to players to encourage participation in competitions, 1 point for entering a competition, 2 points for 5th place, 3 points for bronze, 4 points for silver & 5 points for gold with awards for the top players at the year end.
