North West Age Banded on Saturday 1st & Sunday 2nd March at Sutton Leisure Centre, St Helens, Merseyside.  Band A is 1996 & 1997, band B is 1994 & 1995, band C is 1992 & 1993, band D is 1990 & 1991.  Armlocks & Strangles allowed in Bands C & D.  Cost £15, (closing date 16th February).
East Area Invitation Mini Mon on Sunday 2nd March at Breckland Leisure Centre, Thetford is age and grade banded.  1 group for novice to 6th mon under 10 years old, 3 further groups for novice to 9th mon players under 12, under 14 and under 16 years old.  Cost £10, (closing date 25th February).
Littleport Under 12 on Sunday 9th March at Littleport Leisure Centre is for players born in 1996 to 2000, 8 to 11 years old on the day.  This event is limited to 50 players.  Cost £6, (closing date 6th March).

Band A is 1996 & 1997 (under 12 technical restrictions) and band B is 1994 & 1995, minimum orange belt.  Band C is 1992 & 1993 and band D is 1988 to 1991, (under 20 on the day), minimum green belt.  Armlocks & Strangles in Bands C & D only.  Cost £15, (closing date 19th March).  

Ford Judo Club Age Banded on Sunday 20th April at Goresbrook Leisure Centre, Dagenham, Essex.  Banding is by reference to birth year.  Group 1 is for red and yellow belts born 1998 or later but over 8 years old. Group 2 is 1996 & 1997 and group 3 is 1992 to 1995.  Cost £13.50, (closing date 7th April).
Peterborough Junior and Youth Tournament on Sunday 27th April is at Thomas Deacon Academy, Queens Gardens, Peterborough.  1 section for 12 to 15 year olds, mon grades only, and 1 section for 14 to 19 year olds, any grade.  Cost is £15 for 1 section or £18 for both, (closing date 18th April).
